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Thank you for calling.

This message could be your first step towards release from the guilt that troubles you.  Maybe you have a sense of guilt because you have broken the law, or wronged someone you love dearly.  The cause isn’t really important, because the prescription for removal of guilt is always the same.

We read in the Bible about men and women with feelings of guilt.  When those Jews on the Day of Pentecost were faced with the news that they had murdered the Son of God, the Messiah; they asked the Apostle Peter:

“Men and brethren, what shall we do?”

He told them: “Repent and be baptized . . . in the name of Jesus Christ, for the remission of your sins.”

That very day, three thousand people responded to his advice.  That was two thousand years ago - what about today?

The advice is still the same. The Bible says, “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.”

There are stages on the road to salvation.  The first requirement is belief in the Bible message.  This must be combined with repentance - a word seldom heard today.  But it means a complete change of heart and mind. Second comes baptism into the name of Jesus Christ, by total immersion in water.  Baptism is the outward demonstration of our resolve to turn over a new leaf and start again.  Finally, and perhaps most difficult, is a prayerful life following the commandments of Christ.

To guide us in this life, we have moral standards set out in the Bible.  Look at Mathew’s gospel, chapters 6 and 7.

The Bible predicts that moral standards in the world will continue to decline until Jesus returns.  Then, “He will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths, for out of Zion shall go forth the law and the Word of the Lord from Jerusalem.”
