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Thank you for calling.

In modern society we all stand for something.  For some what comes first is the individual’s right to make his own way and defend himself.  For others, care of the family is supreme - to promote its best interests, to secure the best education and jobs for the children, to obtain the best possible standard of living for all in the household.  Others stand for democracy itself, and the responsibilities and privileges of citizenship.

Strange as it may seem, Jesus stood for none of these things.  He never promoted self-interest.  And, following a mockery of a trial - in which he said nothing to defend himself - he died a cruel death at the hands of wicked men.

He was born into a humble family, which he loved - but did nothing to promote it.  For he was concerned with a greater family which demanded greater attention.  Nor did he do anything to relieve his country from Roman oppression.  He even prophesied the destruction of Jerusalem, and the massacre of its inhabitants, which took place about forty years after his death.

What Jesus stood for, and clearly exhibited, was living obedience to the Word of God.  What was important to him, was doing his Father’s will, not satisfying his natural appetite for he said: “My meat is to do the will of Him who sent me”. And his watchword was: “Not my will, but Thine be done”.

This is our watchword also, if God becomes our Father, and our prayer is the Lord’s prayer. wholehearted obedience to God was defined by Jesus as the first and greatest commandment.  Like Him, we must accept that God’s Word comes first, and everything we stand for must be based on Bible teaching.
