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Hello! - and thank you for telephoning.

One day, we must die.  You and me.  It could happen any time.  Who can say?

The stark reality of death is seen in millions of graves: in tear-stained faces.  The whole earth has a natural cycle of birth and death, a process shared alike by plants and animals.  And humans.

As we get older, our own coming death is something we don’t like to think about.  We can imagine some situations in which death might be welcome, but most times we don’t like the idea at all.

Some religious people comfort themselves by the belief that we don’t really die.  Our body dies, they say, but our soul goes to heaven, to live with the angels for evermore.

But this is not what the Bible teaches.  Just listen to a couple of examples:

The 6th Psalm says: “In death there is no remembrance of thee; in the grave who shall give thee thanks?”

Or consider Ecclesiastes chapter 9: “The living know that they shall die:  but the dead know not anything, neither have they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten.  Also their love, and their hatred, and their envy, is now perished... Whatever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might for there is no work, nor device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou goest”.

There are many, many more such Bible statements which tell us the very same thing, in words that are clear and quite unmistakeable.  In fact, there’s not one passage in the whole of the Bible which says we have a soul that doesn’t die, or that anyone - except the Lord Jesus Christ -has gone to heaven.

Of course, if that’s all there is to be said, there would be no hope. But God does make us a wonderful promise.  Not about going to heaven.  He offers us eternal life, on this earth.  That is, when Jesus Christ comes back, so that God’s will may be done on earth, as it is done in heaven.  But there are certain conditions.  We have to believe.  We have to try to serve God.  We have to trust in God.

The Bible is full of it. The choice is yours: life - or death.
