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Hello! We’re glad you called us.

Good Friday is a national holiday, of course, when most people don’t go to work.  But it’s more than that. It’s near enouah to being the the anniversary of day when, at the time of Pontius Pilate, theRoman Governor, they crucified the Son of God in Jerusalem.

That’s a historical fact. It was a terrible thing to happen, but for followers of Jesus Christ, there’s great hope in it, too.  For this was the way that the sinless Jesus completely overcame sin, once and for all.  There’d be no hope for the world if Jesus hadn’t suffered that horrible death on the cross. 

Two days after Good Friday, comes what has been named ‘Easter Sunday’.  This is not far from the anniversary of the day when Jesus Christ rose from the dead.

That’s another historical fact, and it’s a fact that will change the world.  At the time, there were many people who didn’t believe in Jesus.  But even they knew that three days after his body had been put in the tomb, the tomb was empty - despite the entrance being sealed with a huge stone, and Roman soldiers guarding it day and night.

What that proves is beautifully set out in this Bible passage, which you can read in the 15th chapter of the first letter to the Corinthians:

“Now is Christ risen from the dead and become the firstfruits of them that sleep . . . But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward they that are Christ’s at his coming.”

If we believe this - and act on our beliefs, we don’t need to fear what will happen to us when we die.

For the same Christ who was crucified, rose to immortal life. And we know from the many promises in the Bible that he’s going to give the same kind of life to his faithful followers, when he returns to the earth to rule the world in righteousness.
