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Hello! How are you today?

When we’re young and in good health, we take the good health for granted.  It’s only when we become really ill, or in continual pain, that we start to worry.  When this happens, it’s not surprising if we begin to question why we’re suffering, or perhaps why we must eventually die.  And it’s then that we realise how precious life is.

The Bible tells us all about life and death.  In its pages, God reveals the purpose of life, and quite a lot about suffering.  But most important of all, the Bible explains that our present life, painful though it may be, can be the first step on the road to a better life -everlasting life.

Because when Jesus Christ returns to the earth to set up God’s kingdom, people who’ve really tried hard to obey God during their mortal lives will then be made immortal.  Then, there’ll be no pain, and the kind of things which distress us now will no longer exist.

Take for instance, just one of God’s promises - one that’s to be found in the prophecy of Isaiah: “Then shall the eyes of the blind be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped.  Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert”.

And in the 21st chapter of Revelation, at the end of the Bible, we read: “God shall wipe away all tears, and there shall be no more sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away”.

You know, there IS an answer to present suffering, if only we will seek it.  That is, we can turn to God for help and comfort.  We can do this through prayer, and the regular reading of God’s Word, the Bible.  For God promises not to forsake those who truly believe in Him.  He said “I will never leave you, nor forsake you.” This is God’s promise to those who trust in Him.

And God never breaks a promise.
