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Hello! We’re glad you called us.

We live in an age of protest.  For instance, we’ve all heard of Greenpeace, and the CND, and Animal Welfare Groups, and Civil Liberties, and many others.  Never before have there been so many organised protest movements, all seeking the maximum amount of publicity.

No doubt many protesters are sincere people, believing they’re drawing attention to some glaring injustice, or some great evil.  But sometimes the protests become violent, or they attract undesirable support from people who exploit protests for their own ends, sometimes with sinister motives.

Why is all this happening?  And why has it become so widespread?  Is it because there are now so many more wrongs crying out to be put right?  If so, is protest the right way to go about it?  And, what are we to do when one person’s protest threatens the freedom of others?  Who is to decide between them?

These are very serious questions. What would Jesus Christ have done?  It’s sometimes suggested that Jesus was a revolutionary who would have actually STARTED some of today’s protest movements.

Is this really so? WAS Jesus a rouser of crowds?  Did he lead his followers in street marches, to protest against the undoubted evils of his day?  Did he use any other methods to campaign against the Roman occupation of his country, with all its ruthless oppression of the Jewish people?

There’s only one answer.  Jesus did nothing of the kind.  And never once did he urge his followers to do so.

It’s the way we choose to live that brings many of our problems.  People believe they have a RIGHT to do their own thing, regardless of what anyone else thinks.  They claim this as part of the civil liberties which every citizen is entitled to.  So, there’s a lot talked about rights these days.  But very little about responsibilities.

But what about GOD’S rights?  What about HIS rights as against human rights?  That’s what Jesus talked about, and he gave us the answers.  It’s all there in the Bible.
