Like so many aspects of Christianity, prayer is often abused and then blamed for not working. Sometimes when all else has failed, we pray to God, using prayer as another possibility which may as well be tried, before we give up in despair.

Since prayers are often used as a last resort in cases of extremity, let us ask ourselves, what can we possibly expect from God when we pray only in such circumstances? Is it reasonable to ignore God during most of our lives and yet expect Him to come to our aid when we are in trouble? And on the other hand, if we have left God out of our lives in this way, have we thrown away our chance of ever approaching Him in prayer? To answer these questions we need to know what prayer is.

Prayer is certainly not merely the making of requests, it is an expression of true fellowship with God. It is through prayer that we commune with God and seek to do His will.
Before our prayer can become effective, we must put God first in our lives. Then, full of faith, and with a knowledge of God’s purpose, we can pray.  Then, of course God will answer our prayers.

One of the first examples of answered prayer is found in Acts Chapter 10, where a Roman officer prayed so earnestly that, as the Bible says, “Your prayers and alms have come up for a memorial before God” - and no less a person than the Apostle Peter was sent to bring him the blessing of salvation.

The Bible says in Proverbs Chapter 15 verse 29, “The Lord is far from the wicked: but He heareth the prayer of the righteous.”
