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Hello We’re glad you called us.

There has been much controversy during recent years about the Resurrection of Jesus Christ.  Did it really happen? Was it just a trick, or a myth?

No matter how you view the situation, the body of Jesus had disappeared.  You can be sure that the Jewish leaders would have shown his body openly if they had been able to do so.  From the start they were so nervous about this possibility and of rumours of a resurrection, that they asked Pilate to set a guard over the tomb.

“Command therefore that the sepulchre be made sure until the third day, lest his disciples come by night, and steal him away, and say unto the people, He is risen from the dead: so the last error shall be worse than the first.”

(Matthew Ch.27 v 64)

So a guard was placed at the tomb. Did the disciples steal the body?

If they did, why then did the Jewish leaders have to bribe the guards to tell what was truth.

“And when they were assembled with the elders, and had taken counsel, they gave large sums of money unto the soldiers, Saying, Say ye, His disciples came by night, and stole him away while we slept.... So they took the money, and did as they were taught:    

(Matthew Ch.28 v 12—15)

Some say that Jesus did not die at all?  This hardly seems possible considering that He was flogged, then crucified and finally run through with a Roman spear.  The Romans had no doubt that he was dead.

The resurrection really did happen; but does it matter all these centuries later?

Yes it certainly does matter?  If it did not happen then there is absolutely no point in the Christian faith at all.  The Apostle Paul says this very clearly.

“....if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished. If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable.”    (1 Corinthians Gh.15 v 17—19)
