Jesus died, but I’m sure you know that.  But did you know that he is still alive?

He came into the world to save sinners.  To save you and me.  The Bible tells us that the wages of sin is death, and that we have all sinned.  The conclusion is inescapable.  We need saving from sin and the finality of death.

Nobody likes to talk about death.  It is unpleasant, so utterly final, and for most of us it carries sad memories of losing loved ones.  It won’t go away because we choose to ignore it.  We are bound to die — just as Jesus did.

But Jesus is alive.  He lived a perfect life.  He faced every problem and each situation without sin. God raised him from the dead, and as The Bible says, he has become  “the resurrection and the life”. Faith in a resurrected Jesus is a key element in our own hope of resurrection, for he said,

“He who believes in me will live, even though he dies.” (John 11 v 25 N.I.V.)
Jesus is a life—saver.  He died to save you and me.  He Is truly worth following.  Only he can save you from sin and death.  In John’s gospel chapter three and verse sixteen, Jesus says,

“- God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”  (John 3 v 16 N.I.V.)

not in heaven, but here on earth when he returns.  And later on in chapter six verse forty we read,

“…my Father’s will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.”  (John 6 v 40 N.I.V.)
Jesus invites us to follow him.  Surely this is an invitation we shouldn’t refuse?
