God does not want anyone to be lonely.  He is always ready to help those who feel they are alone and we would like to send you a booklet that explains this.

Despite the increase in population it seems these days that the number of people feeling lonely has probably increased.  The crowded world can be a lonely place.  As life gets faster and nosier, it can often be more difficult to find someone to talk to.  Some people feel cut off from society, perhaps for some reason they don’t quite fit in.  Others become stranded after the death of a loved one or a family break-up.  Illness can also result in isolation.

When we are lonely it is very easy to feel that God doesn’t care.  But we really need to pause for a moment and think about our relationship with God.  Do we know him?  Do we praise him?  Do we give him pleasure?  Perhaps the biggest question is:  ‘How much is God in our lives?’  The Bible makes it very clear that life without God is empty.

To remove this emptiness we need to follow Jesus Christ.  He is the perfect role model.  He knew the depth of loneliness.  When the time came for him to die, he knew it — he had talked about it.  His death was the only way we could be saved from our sins.  It was going to be an horrific ordeal. On the night before his death he said to his disciples:  ‘indeed, the hour is coming, yes has now come, that you will be scattered, each to his own, and will leave me alone.  And yet I am not alone, because the Father is with me.”

Jesus did die, but that wasn’t the end. God had not forsaken him because the gospels tell us what followed.  Jesus rose to life, was greeted by his friends and later ascended to heaven.

By following Jesus, we too can feel that God is with us, because followers support each other.  The love and mutual care that exists within a Christian community is something beyond the experience of most people.  But followers of Jesus have experienced the truth of the words of the apostle James who wrote:  “Draw near to God and he will draw near to you.”
